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In understanding Gokov’s generalized volume conjecture, we find that the Beilinson-Deligne regulator plays a role.  The twisted L^2—Alexander invariant may also provide the analytic aspect of the volume conjecture.  In this talk, I will explain the volume conjecture and Beilinson regulator as well as the L^2—invariants.
